We got this wonderful idea from Jewish Holiday Style – A beautiful guide to celebrating 
the Jewish rituals in style by Rita Milos Brownstein 

 
Clean and dry bottles thoroughly.   Drop dry pinto beans (or other dry bean) into the 

bottle (shake bottle to test for perfect amount and continue adding until desired sound is 
achieved).  Insert and secure dowel in bottle by tapping a small nail through the bottom 
of the bottle and into the dowel end.  For extra security wrap the mouth of the bottle and 
wooden dowel with duct tape.  Spray paint the bottle; decorate with ribbons and glitter 

glue.

This grogger was made by filling a container with beans and covering with material and 
ribbon.  The handle was made by twisting ribbon, material, and craft paper. 

 
Other ideas for groggers: 

 
a toy whistle 

two sticks that can be hit together 
an empty can filled with pennies, beans, rice, or popcorn kernels 

toilet paper roll – tape one end, insert beans, tape open end closed, decorate as desired
